Word Search
Copy word search pages on white 
copy paper. Provide pencils for young 
audience members to search and find 
the names of unique colors during 
your launch party or book signing 
event. 

Bookmarks
Copy bookmarks in black and white on 
white card stock. The cardstock will 
provide some durability for repeated 
use. Cut the bookmarks apart and 
provide crayons / colored pencils / 
markers for young audience members 
to color during your launch party or 
book signing. 

Pruett & Soo Headband
Copy Pruett headbands and Soo hair 
on white copy paper. Provide crayons 
/ colored pencils / markers for young 
audience members to color during 
your launch party or book signing. 
Have glue sticks available to glue the 
hat or hair to the head band. You’ll 
also need a stapler to staple the head 
band piece together.
